Based on the performance of the Trainees, a few
of them would be observed in the regular employment of the Dialysis centre.
Please spread the good word and enlist eligible students for this academic
programme.

Please plan your engagements to attend at least 25% of the annual
programmes. If you have any suggestions to bring back the members to the
Auditorium, do write to the Hon. Secretaries. If found feasible, we will
incorporate the same into our overall “Back to Live Classical Performances”
action plan.
